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Abstract

This research aims to develop a model of participatory integrated supervision in
strengthening the professional learning community by organizing student development activities.
The research methods were 1) studying the problem and desired conditions, 2) developing model
supervision, 3) applying the model, and 4) evaluation with a group of 9 qualified persons and a
sample of 150 teachers in the schools at Chum Phae Man Chompoo Sub-Campus groups under
Khon Kaen Secondary Educational Service Area Office. The research instruments were a model
supervision and user manual, the model suitability assessment form, the learning management plan
writing ability assessment form, the learner development activity organization ability assessment
form, the evaluation ability assessment form, the knowledge test, and the satisfaction questionnaire.
Data analysis by using descriptive statistics, percentages, means, and standard deviations, two-group
t-test, and one-group t-test to compare with the specified criteria.

The results are as follows:

1. The problem condition of supervision in strengthening the professional learning
community by organizing student development activities is at a high level, and the desired condition
is at a high level. However, the highly essential needs include shared vision and values (PNl yodified=
0.65) and caring community (PNI yogifica= 0.64), respectively.

2. The model of participatory integrated supervision of 5 elements such as 1) principles, 2)
objectives, 3) content of PLC-based knowledge creation, 4) integrated participatory supervision
process including (1) pre-participatory supervision knowledge provision, (2) participatory supervision
planning, (3) participatory supervision implementation, (4) participatory supervision evaluation and
reporting, and 5) evaluation. Which, the suitability of the model is at a high level.

3. Applying the model of participatory integrated supervision in the knowledge about
professional learning community after supervision to higher than before supervision, the ability to
write learning plans based on PLC, the ability to organize learner development activities based on
PLC, the ability to evaluate results based on PLC were at the highest level, and higher than the 75
percentage criterion with statistical significance at the .01 level. Also, the teachers have excellent

performance based on the PLC at an excellent level, and satisfaction is at a high level.
